Use any digging tool to take sample (a cutlass or
machete, a hoe, garden spade or fork, or mason’s
trowel). A soil auger however, is the best tool.

Place soil sample (between 1lb and 2Ibs) according to depth

in a clean polythene or plastic bag.

If you take samples of soil at varying depths,

be sure to put samples for each depth separately.

Label carefully with your name, name
of sample site, date, depth of soil

sampled and sample number.
